Ellis Beach

First stop was Ellis Beach, one of those places
where the rainforest quite literally meets the
sea. Here you'll find world-heritage listed wet
tropics to the west, Double Island towards the
horizon, and in between, a kilometre-long
strip of white sand that's only about 20
minutes drive north of Cairns.

Ellis Beach Leisure Park is the only place in
the far north where you can pitch a tent or
park your van right next to the sand. It's a
tidy park with all the essentials - powered
and unpowered sites, neat oceanfront
bungalows for hire, pool, BBQ, laundry, a
well-stocked kiosk and the Ellis Beach Bar
and Grill right across the road.
